1- Where do we go from here.

a. Discussed Lana Butterfield’s letter, regarding her activities and her billing.

b. Diane engaged Lana Butterfield and Elise Brown to represent the coalition.  There is now an $1,800 outstanding billing.

c. Diane discussed how the legislative folks in Oregon look to the Oregon Appraiser’s Coalition (OAC) for guidance as they consider possible future legislation.

Michelle brought up that most of the OAC is NAIFA (National Association of Independent Fee Appraisers) people, and that could be a problem.  There are people who would think the coalition is a NAIFA group.

e. There was much discussion about appraisers using employees as subcontractors and not paying taxes on them.  These people are blaming OAC for the problems that arose after the February special session and the passing of HB3624.

f. Talked about a tag line of “coordinator of the lobbying efforts for Oregon appraisers.”
g. Oregon licensed/certified appraisers are our market.  Also, organizations like NAIFA, Farm Managers and Rural Appraisers, and AI are part of our market.  Also, the local AMC’s.  (Appraisal Management Company)
